The use of expressive arts provides an alternative avenue for self-
expression and exploration. It has been shown to effectively reduce anxiety and stress, promote
positive psychological outcomes, enhance communication and increase job satisfaction. This
transformative process is facilitated by encouraging self-expression, active participation,
imagination, and the mind-body connection through the integration of multiple art forms.

The workshop offers an opportunity for participants to get a taste of expressive arts therapy and
understand how the arts-making process can help relieve stress.
